NFCC has come a long way 

from a small group of Concerned Citi-

zens convened by Mary Drake to discuss 

forming a non-profit in 1982 to a full ser-

vice Outreach Center on Elkins Road in 

2008.  NFCC incorporated in 1983 and 

has grown every year since.  We have 

expanded to over 60 faith partners from the original 8.  We have 

engaged scores of civic groups and friends from the business com-

munity.  We brought the pre-existing Clothes Closet under our wing 

in 1990.  We have expanded several times, most recently when we 

moved in 2005 to our wonderful Elkins Road  home.  We have wel-

comed hundreds and hundreds of volunteers, donors and families in 

need over the years.   

 

What hasnôt changed is the commitment to be the safety net for resi-

dents of North Fulton who fall on hard times.  Each family who 

comes for help is struggling with a different set of problems.
