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In this increasingly difficult time for so many 
local families, NFCC has been blessed by a 
most generous community.  The outpouring of 
support for our Holiday Program buoyed our 
spirits and gave immeasurable joy to the 
children. You answered our appeals for food 
and funds to help an ever increasing number 
of families in need.  
  
With your support, NFCC has stretched to help 
more families.  In December alone 1,408 
families visited NFCC which was 41% more than last year.  To help 
these families with past due rent, utilities and other basic needs, 
NFCC expended $86,700, more than twice what NFCC provided in 
December 2007.   As 2009 begins, the need has grown even more 
intense.   During the first week of January, as many as 200 families 
came for help each day.  Mothers with young children in tow patiently 
wait hours to talk with a caseworker.  Young adults and aging seniors 
come.  Some have advanced degrees and others didn't finish high 
school.  Each story is full of pain, frustration and heartache.     
  
In this issue you will hear a call to action from Mario Lizaso, the 
President of our Board of Directors, and meet some extraordinary 
volunteers.   You will read how the NFCC Holiday Program brought 
joy to the homes of 3,404 children and how the volunteers, sponsors 
and donors shared in that joy.

Wrapping Up the Holiday 
Program   
  
Before we move on to 2009 activities, we 
want to look back and thank all the 
wonderful folks who made our 2008 
Holiday Program the best ever.  In a year 
when we anticipated that the need would 
be higher but donations might be lower, 
Holiday Coordinator Eden Purdy and 
Assistant Coordinator Tana Riddell put 
together an amazing team of volunteers 
and donors and the program unfolded 
flawlessly.  The team included Hospitality 
Coordinator Paula Schlick who coordinated food and drinks for our 
volunteers; Programmer Debra Winter who managed our website and 
online sign-ups; and Facilities and Distribution Coordinator Bob Riddell 
who managed our traffic and distribution activities. 
  

957 families (a total of 2,367 children) were 
sponsored by 592 wonderful sponsors.  
Church groups, neighborhoods, employee 
groups, schools, extended families and 
friends got together to sponsor from 1 to 
138 families.  In addition, 128 Seniors and 
disabled adults received food and gifts from 
sponsors who delivered right to the home    
Family sponsors delivered to the Holiday 

Site at Roswell Town Center (Thank you, Branch Properties!).  
Sponsors filled the distribution site in two waves, each followed by long 
lines of grateful parents who came to pick up their children's gifts.  
Twice the room was a sea of bags, boxes and bikes, carefully marked 
with a particular family's number, as far as you could see.  Volunteers 
directed traffic and loaded cars and taxis with gifts, toys and bicycles.   
  
Once all the sponsored families had picked 
up, Shelly Moreau and another group of 
volunteers set up the Santa Shop with toys 
and gifts donated by other NFCC friends.  
549 Santa Shop families (representing 1,037 
children) lined up hours before the scheduled 
time for their turn to "shop" in the Santa 
Shop.  Each parent was matched with a 
volunteer who became their personal shopper to assist them in finding 
just the right gifts for their children.   
  
The overall effect of the Holiday Program was magical.  Donors, 
sponsors, volunteers and families all shared in the joy and blessings of 
a community coming together to help each other.
