Meet Our Neighbor....Peggy   
  
Peggy came in for help with utilities.  She was 
laid off her job and draws unemployment.  Her 
unemployment check varies weekly depending 
on her income from her part time job at Macy's.  
She has been offered fulltime work at Macy's 
and would like to accept the job but cannot find 

affordable daycare for her three year old.  Daycare that is available is 
$150 to $200 per week which would be more than half of her 
paycheck.  NFCC helped with her gas and electric bill.

If you stop by NFCC you will see lots of 
activity around the Office door.  NFCC has 
a CBDG grant through Fulton County to 
improve the entrance to the Office on the 
north side of our building.   
  
Reliant Construction , under the guidance of our Project Manager and 
architect Johnny Hembree of Pieper OBrien Herr , is building a more 
gradual ramp up to the office door with a canopy cover which will 
double as a place for families to wait during inclement weather.  During 
construction there are days when we have to block off the Office door 
and route applicants for food and assistance through the Thrift Shop.  
In spite of the noise and inconvenience, everyone is in good spirits and 
looking forward to the finished product.

Critical Needs Grant  
  
NFCC has been a partner of United Way of 
Metropolitan Atlanta since 1991.  United Way 
grant funds and donor directed funds help 
support program personnel, namely our Case 
Work staff.  These are the key people who assess applicants' need and 
make appropriate decisions on NFCC assistance and referrals.   
  
In December United Way called together providers and listened to the 
impact the declining economy was having on our agencies.  In 
response United Way mounted a Critical Needs Campaign.  Agencies 
providing emergency assistance were invited to apply for additional 
funding to help address the growing needs.  NFCC has been awarded 
a Critical Needs Grant of $44,000.  Thank you United Way!
