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Our hearts are full to bursting.  Full of the 
earthquake in Haiti.  We cannot imagine 
such pain and devastation. We have seen 
a number of local Haitian families who 
have lost family back home and have 
sent what little they had to help those who 
survived.    

 
Here at home families continue to pour in 
NFCC's doors looking for food, help to 
pay the rent, keep the gas and water on 
and find a smiling face and a hand to 
hold.  The crush of families in January 
never let up and NFCC helped 1,570 families during the month.   
 
Each day in February so far there has been a line at the door when 
we open.  Men and women with toddlers in tow willing to wait 
several hours for groceries or to talk with a case worker.  Nerves 
are wearing thin. They are trying to stay focused and hopeful in a 
down economy.  One man told us he was waiting for a call from a 
local discount store that has two openings.  150 people have 
applied for those two openings.   
 
NFCC is grateful for the support you provide. Each bag of food, 
each dollar donated makes a difference for a hungry or desperate 
family. Our new motto "Together, we can help!"  has never been 
more true.
