Dear Barbara,

| wanted to take the time to thank you and all of the
volunteers at North Fulton Community Charities for
all that you do for the community and those in
need. | am a teacher who found herself in dire
need of help in January 2008. | had gone through
surgery that my doctors deemed medically
necessary, but for which my insurance would not
pay. There aren't many people who can afford to
pay over $30,000 out of pocket to save one's life, but somehow
God found a way for the money to show up. | found myself in a
situation where | was unable to pay my mortgage, and so | went to
North Fulton Community Charities to ask for assistance. From the
minute | walked in | felt very welcome and was treated with
dignity. | had never had to ask for help in my life, but after having
refinanced my home to acquire a part of the money for the surgery,
| found myself in need of money to keep from losing my home.

It is now 2 years later, and | still struggle financially if anything out
of the ordinary occurs that costs money. | understand how so
many people in our economy are losing their homes, cars and
everything they have. | hope that | can help in some way in the
near future by donating things for the Thrift Store. Also | think it is
important for others in our community to know that there is no
shame in asking for help when you really need it. With the
groceries and money that | was given | was able to make it through
3 really difficult months and get back on my feet. Times are still
not easy, but | know that there will be a way to make ends meet.

Thanks again for all of your help. It is good to know that there is
help available when you need it so much.
