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Merry is a single mother of two school age 
children.  She came to NFCC seeking rental 
assistance.  She is working in a restaurant in 
Alpharetta.  Shortly after moving to a new 
apartment to be closer to work, her hours 
were cut back due to the slow economy.  
Because it is summer her childcare 

expenses are high.  With less income and the higher cost of 
childcare, her living expenses this summer are $500 more than her 
income.  NFCC helped with food and rent and referred her for Food 
Stamps. 
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The Family Enrichment Program is currently looking for volunteers 
to present classes and workshops in the areas of finance, job 
readiness, GED preparedness, literacy, and languages -English 
and Spanish.  Both English and Spanish speaking volunteers are 
needed!

Our auditors also assign a value to all the in-kind assistance that 
NFCC provides throughout the year including food, clothing, holiday 
gifts and toys, school supplies, Easter baskets and donated 
automobiles.  Over the course of the year NFCC distributes 
donated food and goods valued over $2.7 million dollars.  Added 
together with the financial assistance of $1.2 million, our North 
Fulton community is extremely generous in the help we are 
providing our neighbors.
